Notes on energy saving
¢ Avoid opening the door unnecessarily for long periods of time.

* If an ice layer forms, defrost the appliance. This will improve the
cold transfer and reduce energy consumption.

Safety instructions and warnings

* To prevent injury or damage to the unit, the appliance should be
unpacked and set up by two people.

In the event that the appliance is damaged on delivery, contact
the supplier immediately before connecting to the mains.

To guarantee safe operation, ensure that the appliance is set up
and connected as described in these operating instructions.
Disconnect the appliance from the mains if any fault occurs. Pull
out the plug, switch off or remove the fuse.

When disconnecting the appliance, pull on the plug, not on the
cable.

Any repairs and work on the appliance should only be carried
out by the customer service department, as unauthorised work
could prove highly dangerous for the user. The same applies to
changing the mains power cable.

Do not allow naked flames or ignition sources to enter the appli-
ance. When transporting and cleaning the appliance ensure that
the refrigerant circuit is not damaged. In the event of damage,
make sure that there are no ignition sources nearby and keep
the room well ventilated.

Do not stand on the plinth, drawers or doors or use them to sup-
port anything else.

This appliance is notintended for use by persons (including child-
ren) with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack
of experience and knowledge unless they have been given initial
supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a
personresponsible fortheir safety. Children should be supervised
to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

Avoid prolonged skin contact with cold surfaces or chilled/frozen
food. This could cause pain, numbness and frostbite. In the case
of prolonged skin contact, protective measures should be taken,
e.g. gloves should be worn.

* Do not store explosives or sprays using combustible propellants
such as butane, propane, pentane etc. inthe appliance. Electrical
components might cause leaking gas to ignite. You may identify
such sprays by the printed contents or a flame symbol.

* Do not use electrical appliances inside the appliance.

Setting up

* Avoid positioning the appliance in direct sunlight,
radiators and similar sources of heat.

* The floor on which the appliance stands should be horizontal and
level. To compensate for any unevenness, adjust the height of
the feet with the open-ended wrench supplied.

¢ Always position the appliance directly up against the wall.

* The ventilation grilles should not be obstructed. Always ensure
that there is good ventilation and that the outward flowing air is
able to escape.

» Condensation may form on the outside of the refrigerator/freez-
er during periods of high humidity.

Constant ventilation of the installation site is recommend.

* In order to avoid the risk of fire, do not place any burning
candles, lamps or other objects with open flames on the
refrigerator/freezer.

¢ Standard EN 378 specifies that the room in which you install
your appliance must have a volume of 1 m® per 8 g of R
600a refrigerant used in the appliance, so as to avoid the
formation of inflammable gas/air mixtures in the room where
the appliance is located in the event of a leak in the refrigerant
circuit. The quantity of refrigerant used in your appliance is
indicated on the type plate on the inside of the appliance.

Connecting to the mains

Power supply (a.c.) and voltage at the operating point must comply

with the details on the type plate, which is located in the freezerr

compartment on the left-hand side. The socket must be fused with

a 10 Afuse or higher, it must be away from the rear of the appliance

and must be easily accessible.

* Do not connect the appliance to the supply with other equipment
using an extension cable - risk of overheating.

* Connect the appliance with a properly earthed fused plug
and socket only.

The wires in the mains lead are coloured in accordance with the
following code: green/yellow = earth, blue = neutral, brown = live.
Warning! This appliance must be earthed.

Switching the appliance on and off

You are recommended to clean the appliance before switching

it on for the first time (see "Cleaning"). Connect the appliance to

the mains - the appliance is switched on.

- The two illuminated dashes of the digital temperature display will
light up until a temperature of 0°C is reached.

- If the temperature is below 0°C, the digital temperature display
will show the temperature inside the appliance.

¢ To switch the appliance off: Press the ON/OFF button so that
the temperature display goes dark.

* To switch the appliance on: Press the ON/OFF button @
until the temperature display lights up.

Setting the temperature
The appliance is pre-set for normal operation (-18°C).

¢ To increase the temperature: @

Press the top button.

* To reduce the temperature:
Press the bottom button.

- While you are entering the temperature, the set temperature will
flash on the display.

- You can change the settings inincrements of 1°C briefly pressing
the button again. If the buttons are held down the temperature
setting will change faster.

- The electronic controls will switch over automatically about 5
seconds after the last time you pressed the button, and the actual
temperature in the freezer will be displayed.

Temperature display

The temperature display indicates the highest tempera-

temperatures below 0°C are displayed.

Temperature alarm

Ifthetemperature display is flashing, thisindicates thatthe temper- @
ature hasrisen too high. The audible warning signal will sound at

the same time. Press the "ALARM" button to switch the signal off.
When the temperature drops again and reaches about -13 °C, the
temperature display will stop flashing and will light constantly.

If F4 or F5 appears in the display, the appliance has a fault. It will be
kept at the right temperature by means of a safety circuit. Consult
your nearest customer service point.

Control elements

The "SUPERFROST" lamp
lights up whenthe "SUPERFROST" facility is switched on for &%
freezing large quantities . =
Power failure "frost-control" display
IfnA appearsinthe display, this means thatthe freezer temperature
has risen too high during the last few hours or days due
to a power failure.

If you press the "ALARM" button whilst the display is
reading nA, the highest temperature registered during the
power failure will be displayed.

The highest temperature will appear for appox. 1 minute. After that,
the actualtemperature inthe freezer will re-appear. The display can
be switched off by repeatedly pressing the "ALARM" button.

Audible warning signal

The audible warning device helps to protect the frozen food and

to save energy.

- It sounds when it is not cold enough in the freezer compartment.
The temperature display will also flash;

- when too much warm air from the outside enters when inserting,
re-arranging or removing products.

The audible warning device is switched off by pressing the @

"ALARM" button. The temperature display will continue to

flash until the cause of the alarm has been rectified.



Child-proof lock
The child-prooflockis designed to protect the appliance from being
switched off accidentally.

Freezing with Superfrost

* Press the Superfrost button.The Superfrost
lamp comes on. > =

e For small amounts of frozen 6 hours
is sufficient. The maximum amount requires 24
hours.

e The Superfrost function
switches off automatically. Depending on the quantity
placed in the freezer, this will normally be between 30 and max.
65 hours. The appliance will then switch back to the previously
set temperature.

NB: When you press the Superfrost button, the compressor might
not switch on for up to 8 minutes. This is due to the integrated
rise-delay switch which is designed to increase the life span of the
refrigeration unit.

Note: To save energy, "Superfrost" can be switched off before the
30 hours have elapsed by pressing the SF button again. Ensure
that the temperature is at least -18°C.

You should not switch on the Superfrost function:
- when placing frozen food in the freezer;
- when freezing up to approx. 2 kg products daily.

Cold-storage accumulators
The cold-storage accumulators provided prevent th
in the freezer from rising too quickly in the
event of a power failure

temperature

To ensure maximum storage time in
the event of a power failure, place the
cold-storage accumulatorsinthe top-most
freezer drawer.



Defrosting

After the appliance has been in operation for some time, a layer
of frost or ice will form on the inside walls. This increases energy
consumption.

You should therefore defrost the appliance regularly.

¢ Switch the appliance off to defrost. Press the ON/OFF button so
that the temperature display goes dark.
* Remove the drawers and glass shelves.

* To speed up the defrosting process put a saucepan of hot water
on the compartment floor.

e Leave the door of the appliance open while defrosting. After de-
frosting mop up the remaining water and clean the appliance.

Do not use any mechanical devices or other artificial aids for
defrosting other than those recommended by the manufactur-
er.

Cleaning
Before cleaning always switch off the appliance. Pull out the
mains plug or remove/unscrew the fuse.

Clean the inside, equipment parts and outer walls with lukewarm
water and a little detergent. Do not use abrasive or acid cleaners
or chemical solvents.

Do not use steam cleaners because of the risk of injury and

damage.

* Use a commercially available stainless-steel cleaning agent for

stainless-steel appliances.

- Inorder to achieve best possible protection, apply a stainless-
steel care agent uniformly in grinding direction after cleaning.
Points which are darker at the start and a more intensive
coloration of the stainless-steel surface are normal.

- Do not use abrasive sponges or scourers, do not use

concentrated cleaning agents and never use cleaning

agents containing sand, chloride or acid or chemical solvents,

as these would damage the surfaces and could cause

corrosion.

We recommend using a soft cloth and an all-purpose cleaner

with a neutral pH value. Only use food safe cleaning materials

inside the appliance.

Ensure that no cleaning water penetrates into the electrical com-

ponents or ventilation grille.

Dry all parts well with a cloth.

The dust should be removed from the refrigeration unit and heat

exchanger — metal grid at the back of the appliance — once a

year.

* Do not damage or remove the type plate on the inside of the ap-

pliance. It is very important for servicing purposes.

Shutting your appliance down

If your appliance is to be shut down for any length of time, switch it
off and disconnect the plug or remove the fuse. Clean the appliance
and leave the door open in order to prevent unpleasant smells.

The refrigerant circuit has been tested for leaks.
The appliance complies with current safety regulations and EC di-
rectives 2006/95/EC and 2004/108/EC.

All types and models are subject to continuous improvement and
the manufacturertherefore reserves the rightto make modifications
to the shape, equipment and technology.

Malfunctions

Your appliance is designed and manufactured for a lengthy,
reliable operating life with no malfunctions. If a malfunction
nonetheless occurs during operation, check whether it is due
to an operating error. Please note that even during the warranty
period the resultant servicing costs in this case will have to be
borne by the owner.

You may be able to rectify the following faults by checking
the possible causes yourself:

* Appliance does not function: the control lamps are not lit.

— Is the appliance switched on?

— Is the plug correctly fitted in the mains socket?

— Is the socket fuse intact?

¢ Loud running noise:

— Is the appliance set up firmly on the floor?

— Does the appliance cause nearby items of furniture or objects to
vibrate? Please note that noises caused by the refrigerant circuit
cannot be avoided.

* The temperature is not low enough:

—Is the temperature setting correct (see "Setting the tempera-
ture")?

— Have excessive amounts of products been placed in the appli-
ance? Observe the temperature display for a further 24 hours.

— Does the separately installed thermometer show the correct
reading?

— Is the ventilation system working properly?

— Is the appliance set up too close to a heat source?

If none of the above causes apply and you cannot rectify the fault
yourself, contact the nearest cus-
tomer service department.

Keep the door closed if there is a fault. This will stop cold from
escaping and the temperature from rising.
